We suggest you avoid driving on Highway 1 on SUNDAY, APRIL 30, 2023 until after 1 pm.
2. PERMITTED TRAVEL: Only emergency vehicles and scheduled, CHP-led caravans are allowed
during the race. If travel is necessary between 4 am and 1 pm, you may join a caravan which will
travel in the inland lane at 25 mph. See caravan schedule below for departure times and locations.
